+ The Navy Football Pregame Show will get underway at
2:30 p.m. with Bob Socci, John Feinstein, Omar Nelson and
Pete Medhurst setting the scene from Navy-Marine Corps
Memorial Stadium. At 3:30 pm, the Navy radio team will call
the action between the Midshipmen and Tigers.

+ New to this year’s radio line-up is a 60-minute postgame
show on 1430 WNAV with Medhurst and Joe Miller hosting
the show live from the Superintendent’s Tent in the south-
west corner of the stadium.

+ Pregame festivities at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial
Stadium get underway at the stadium at approximately 1:30
p.m. when the Navy football team buses pull up to the Blue
Angel located on the west or press box side of the stadium.
The team will get off the buses at the Blue Angel and walk
about 50 yards down the sidewalk and then make a left turn
and walk down the sidewalk located in NavyFest, before
making another left turn and walking into the stadium in the
South End Zone. Navy fans are encouraged to line up on
both sidewalks and cheer on the team as it makes their way
to the locker room.

+ The Brigade of Midshipmen march-on is scheduled for
3:11 p.m., while the fly-by is set for 3:30 p.m.

For Openers

* Navy is 80-39-8 in season openers all-time, including a
66-25-1 record in Annapolis.

* In the “triple option” era (since 2002), Navy owns a 5-1
(.833) record in season openers, suffering its lone loss in
2005 against Maryland (23-20) at M&T Bank Stadium in
Baltimore.

* The Mids bounced back by edging East Carolina, 28-23,
in 2008, followed by a 30-19 victory at Lincoln Financial
Field last August against Temple.

+ Navy owns a 3-0 record in the “triple option” era when
opening its season at home. The Mids routed VMI in 2003
(87-10), beat Duke in 2004 (27-12), and turned in a 28-23
win over Easter Carolina in 2006.

+ Ken Niumatalolo is 0-0 in season openers.

Home Openers

+ Navy owns an 83-37-7 record all-time in home openers,
including a 30-19-0 record in games played at Navy-Marine
Corps Memorial Stadium. This year marks the 50th year
the Mids have called Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium
their home after opening the stadium on Sept. 26, 1959 with
a 29-2 win over William & Mary.

+ Navy is just 3-3 (.500) in home openers in the “triple
option” era. Navy lost to NC State in 2002 (65-19), defeat-
ed VMI in 2003 (37-10), defeated Duke in 2004 (27-12), lost
to Stanford in 2005 (40-38), defeated East Carolina in 2006
(28-23) and lost to Ball State in overtime last fall (34-31).

Looking Back at Triple Option Openers
>> 2002: Junior quarterback Craig Candeto rushed for
153 yards and three TDs, while the Navy defense forced
five turnovers to kick off the “triple option” era with a 38-7
win over SMU.

>> 2003: Kyle Eckel and Craig Candeto combined to
score four touchdowns, as Navy claimed a 37-10 win over
VMI, the program’s first win at home since Nov. 13, 1999.
>>2004: Making his second career start, Aaron Polanco
rushed for 130 yards and one touchdown and completed
8-of-9 passes for 129 yards and a TD to rally Navy to a 27-
12 victory over Duke.

>> 2005: Maryland QB Sam Hollenbach hit Drew
Weatherly with an 11-yard touchdown strike with 1:01
remaining to lead the Terps to a 23-20 come-from-behind
win over the Mids at M&T Bank Stadium ... Navy bounced
back by posting an 8-4 record that featured a 51-30 over
Colorado State in the Poinsettia Bowl.

>> 2008: Senior quarterback Brian Hampton and junior
fullback Adam Ballard combined for 246 yards rushing and
two touchdowns as Navy grounded out a hard-fought 28-
23 victory over East Carolina ... Navy threw for just six
yards, its lowest air output since 1987.

>>2007: Junior quarterback Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada
rushed for 102 yards and one touchdown to lead Navy to
a 30-19 victory over Temple, a game in which the Mids
never trailed.

» Niumatalolo has been an integral part of a staff that has
brought the Midshipmen back into the national spotlight
with a 43-20 (.683) record over the last five years. His
work with the offense has helped the Mids lead the nation
in rushing in four of the last five years, including each of
the past three seasons, a first in NCAA history.

List. Quarterback Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada (Sr. /
Kapolei, Hawal'i) is one of 33 quarterbacks on the list, slot
back Shun White (Sr. / Memphis, Tenn.) and fullback Eric
Kettani (Sr. / Kirland, Ohio) are among the 41 running
backs on the list and guard Anthony Gaskins (Sr. / West
Orange, N.J.) is listed as one of the top 41 linemen in the
country. Kettani and White are one of just four sets of team-
mates on the running backs list. The others are Joe
McKnight and Kahlil Bell (Southern Cal), Tony Fiammetta
and Delone Carter (Syracuse) and Donald Brown and
Andre Dixon (Connecticut).
