1958 Cotton Bowl to Be Honored At Half

+ Navy will honor the 1958 Cotton Bowl team at halftime
of Saturday’s game.

+ The Mids finished the 1957 campaign with a 9-1-1 record
under the direction of head coach Eddie Erdelatz who said
his team was “the best ball club | ever had the privilege of
coaching.”

* That year they defeated Boston College (46-6), William
& Mary (33-6), Cal (21-6), Georgia (27-14), Penn (35-7),
Notre Dame (20-6), George Washington (52-0) and Army
(14-0). The Mids tied Duke (6-6) and dropped their only
game of the season to North Carolina in Chapel Hill, 13-7.

+ Navy earned a Cotton Bowl bid where they defeated
Rice, 20-7. Joe Tranchini, Harry Hurst and Ned Oldham
provided touchdowns for the Mids, while receiving domi-
nant defensive performances from Tony Stremic and Bob
Reifsnyder.

* Reifsnyder and quarterback Tom Forrestal earned First-
Team All-America honors, while Forrestal was also named
an Academic All-American.

* Reifsnyder was named the Maxwell Award winner at the
end of the 1957 season, awarded annually to college foot-

* Rutgers has found it a difficult task to score, averaging
just 9.5 points per game which is ranked 116th out of 119
teams. Meanwhile, it is surrendering and average of 34
points per game.

* It is averaging 123 yards per game on the ground, 253
yards per game through the air for a total of 376 yards per
contest. The opposition is averaging 181.5 yards per game
on the ground, 218.5 yards per game through the air and a
total of 400.0 yards per game of total offense.

* Quarterback Mike Teel has completed 45 of his 79 pass
attempts for 506 yards with one touchdown and five inter-
ceptions. His leading receivers are Kenny Britt (14 catches
for 198 yards) and Tiquan Underwood (10 catches for 107
yards). Mason Robinson is the leading ground gainer for
the Scarlet Knights, averaging 47 yards per contest.

+ Defensively, the always stout Rutgers defense is led by
Ryan D’Imperio with 21 tackles and two sacks, while Kevin
Malast has recorded 20 tackles.

* Mike Teel completed 14 of his 19 pass attempts for 266 yards and three touchdowns to lead No. 15 Rutgers to a 41-24
victory over Navy in front of a sellout crowd of 43,514 at Rutgers Stadium.
* The Mids had 289 yards of total offense against a stout Rutgers defense, but three interceptions, including two in the end
zone by quarterback Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada (Kapolei, Hawai'i), proved costly.
* The Navy defense gave up 476 yards of total offense as the Scarlet Knights scored on seven of their nine possessions

in the game.

+ Navy fell behind 14-0 thanks to a disastrous first quarter. After a Rutgers punt that left the Mids with the ball on their own
four-yard line, the Mids were able to get one first down before having to punt. Senior Greg Veteto (Corpus Christi, Texas)
got off just a 27-yard punt, giving Rutgers the ball on the Navy 40-yard line. Three plays later, Teel hit Shamar Graves with
a 12-yard touchdown pass to give Rutgers a 7-0 lead.

* Rutgers took a 24-7 halftime lead, but Navy came out of the locker room to start the second half and drove 67 yards on
seven plays with Kaheaku-Enhada scoring from the two to cut the Rutgers lead to 10.

* Rutgers converted another interception in the endzone into points, as it drove 77 yards in 15 plays and Jeremy Ito nailed
a 20-yard field goal with 2:34 left in the third quarter. Navy answered with a field goal of its own as Matt Harmon (Taylors,
S.C.) was good from 34 yards out to make it 27-17, but that was as close as it would get.

+ Fullback Eric Kettani (Kirtland, Ohio) led the Mids in rushing with 48 yards on nine carries, while Kaheaku-Enhada com-
pleted five of his 12 pass attempts for 35 yards with one touchdown and three interceptions.

* The defense was led by Wyatt Middleton (Norcross, Ga.), who recorded a career-high 11 tackles in his rookie season,
while senior Irv Spencer (Oakwood Village, Ohio) had 10 stops.

+ Walter Camp, "The Father of American football" and for-
mer Yale University athlete and football coach, is also cred-
ited with developing play from scrimmage, set plays, the
numerical assessment of goals and tries and the restriction
of play to 11 men per side. The Walter Camp Football
Foundation was founded in 1967 to perpetuate the ideals of
Camp and to continue the tradition of selecting annually an
All-America team.

Kalpo Finds the End Zone

* Quarterback Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada (Sr. / Kapolei,
Hawai’i) had scored a rushing touchdown in eight-consecu-
tive games before failing to score a rushing touchdown in
Navy’s 46-44 triple overtime win over Notre Dame (though
he did run in a key two-point conversion). His streak was the
longest by a Navy player since Brian Madden scored in
eight-straight games at the end of the 1999 season and the
start of the 2001 season (Madden missed the entire 2000
campaign with a knee injury).

Bryant and Sovie Elected 2008 Team
Captains

* Navy head football coach Ken Niumatalolo announced at
halftime of the spring football game that quarterback/slot
back Jarod Bryant (Sr. / Hoover, Ala.) and linebacker Clint
Sovie (Jr. / Jacksonville, Fla.) have been elected team cap-
tains for the 2008 football season by their teammates.

* Bryant played in 10 games last fall, earning one start. He
completed 17 of his 31 pass attempts for 252 yards and
rushed for 464 yards and five touchdowns on 94 carries.
Bryant rushed for 77 yards on 13 carries when he came off
the bench in the third quarter against Ball State in a 34-31
overtime loss and then came back the following week and
engineered a fourth quarter come-from-behind win over
Duke (46-43). Against the Blue Devils, Bryant helped erase
an 11-point, fourth quarter deficit by guiding the offense to
175 yards, two field goals and a touchdown in the final stan-
za. He rushed for 69 yards on 14 carries, including a 35-
yard run on the final drive of the game that set up Joey
Bullen’s game-winning field goal. He also caught a five-yard
touchdown pass from slot back Bobby Doyle against the
Blue Devils that pulled Navy to within two points and then
ran in the two-point conversion that tied the game at 43.
Bryant completed a career-high eight of 11 pass attempts
for 126 yards against Delaware and rushed for a career-
high 139 yards and a touchdown on 27 carries in his sec-
ond-career start against Northern lllinois.

+ Sovie started the first two games last fall before suffering
a season-ending left ankle injury in the first quarter of the
Rutgers game. He was credited with a career-high 10 tack-
les in the season-opening victory over Temple. In 2006,
Sovie played in all 13 games and earned nine starts. He
recorded 61 tackles, picked off two passes and broke up
four more. Sovie earned his first-career start in the season-
opener in 2006, recording eight tackles against East
Carolina.

+ Navy ushered in the Ken Niumatalolo era by producing a 41-13 victory over Towson in the season
opener at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium.

+ Slot back Shun White (Sr. / Memphis, Tenn.) rushed for a school-record 348 yards and three touch-
downs on 19 carries. His rushing total is etched into the NCAA record book as the 17th-best ground gain
in NCAA history, while becoming just the 80th player in Div. IA history to rush for over 300 yards in a
game.

*» White had touchdown runs of 33, 87 and 73 yards ... his 87-yard TD was the fourth longest in school
history.

+ Quarterback Jarod Bryant (Sr. / Hoover, Ala.) made just his third career start, playing a phenomenal
game in relief of returning starter Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada (Kapolei, Hawai'i), who missed the game
with a strained hamstring.

* Bryant, who ran Navy’s triple option to near perfection, rushed for 75 yards and a touchdown on 17
carries and completed two of his four pass attempts for 44 yards and a touchdown. His only flaw was a
fumble at the Towson five-yard line in the third quarter.

* Quarterback Ricky Dobbs (So. / Douglasville, Ga.) was impressive in relief, rushing for 56 yards on
five carries.

« Linebacker Clint Sovie (Jr. / Jacksonville, Fla.) led the Navy defense with eight tackles, while safety
Wyatt Middleton (So. / Norcross, Ga.) was in on six tackles.

+ Rashawn King (Sr. / Raleigh, N.C.) came up with Navy’s only interception, while linebacker Ross
Pospisil (Jr. / Temple, Texas) came up with three pass break-ups.

Scoring Summary

+ Ball State quarterback Nate Davis completed 21 of his 28 passes for 326 yards and four touchdowns
to lead the Cardinals (2-0) to a 35-23 victory over Navy (1-1) in front of 22,517 fans at Scheumann
Stadium in Muncie.

+ The story of the game for Navy was a lack of execution in the red zone by the offense and the
defense’s inability to slow up the Ball State offensive attack, as the Mids forced the Cardinals to punt just
once in the contest.

+ Ball State had built a 21-9 lead late in the second quarter, however Navy was able to gain momen-
tum with a seven-play, 80-yard drive in just 2:45 to pull within 21-16. A 45-yard run by Kettani got the
ball down to the Ball State 19-yard line, and two plays later, Bryant scored from 14 yards out.

* Navy took its only lead of the game on the first drive of the second half. White ran for 71 yards down
to the Ball State 11-yard line on the first play from scrimmage and Bryant scored three plays later to give
Navy a 23-21 lead.

* The defense was unable to hold up its end of the bargain however, allowing Ball State to come right
back down the field and score on a Davis-to-Hill eight-yard touchdown pass to take the 28-23 lead.

+ Navy answered by marching down to the Ball State 12-yard line. On first down, Bryant kept for two
yards and on second down Bryant kept again for two yards. On third-and-six from the Ball State eight-
yard line, White took a pitch from Bryant down to the three yard-line. Navy went for it on fourth-and-one,
but Bryant was stonewalled at the line of scrimmage by the Ball State defense and the Cardinals took
over on downs.

+ Ball State put the game away, marching through the Navy defense for a 10-play, 97-yard touchdown
drive that was capped off by a 35-yard TD strike from Davis to Hill.

+ Duke outscored Navy, 21-7, in the second half to hand the Midshipmen a 41-31 defeat in Durham.

+ Navy, who played without starting fullback Eric Kettani (Kirtland, Ohio) for all but three plays and start-
ing quarterback Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada (Kapolei, Hawaf'i) for the entire second half, gained just
130 yards on 27 plays against the Blue Devil defense.

+ Navy held a 14-10 lead early in the second quarter on the strength of a 73-yard touchdown run by
Shun White (Memphis, Tenn.) and an 11-yard touchdown pass from Kaheaku-Enhada to Greg Shinego
(Port St. Lucie, Fla.).

* The Mids had a chance to take an 11-point lead, but on third-and-two from their own 43, White fum-
bled a pitch from Kaheaku-Enhada and Duke linebacker Vincent Rey scooped it up and ran 37 yards for
the touchdown to give the Blue Devils a 17-14 lead.

+ Navy came back to tie the game at 17 on a 27-yard field goal by Matt Harmon (Sr. / Greenville, S.C.).
The key play on the drive was a 26-yard reception by Barnes who made a spectacular catch with three

* The Navy defense forced Duke to go three-and-out on the next series and, after a 16-yard punt return
by Mario Washington (So. / Boiling Springs, N.C.), the Mids regained the lead at 24-17 on a 17-yard
touchdown run by Bobby Doyle (Jr. / Chardon, Ohio).

+ With just 14 seconds to go in the half, Joe Surgan nailed a career-long 52-yard field goal.

+ On second-and-10 Duke Thaddeus Lewis hit Sheldon Bell for just two yards, but Navy’s Corey
Johnson (Sr. / Anderson, Ind.) was called for a questionable personal foul that gave Duke the first down.
Four plays later, Lewis hit Eron Riley with a five-yard touchdown pass to give the Devils a 27-24 lead.

« The Navy offense continued to struggle on the next series and when quarterback Jarod Bryant (Sr. /
Hoover, Ala.) was stopped short on fourth-and-one, the Blue Devils took over at the Navy 38-yard line.

* The Mids cut the lead to three when Bryant hit Barnes with a wide receiver screen and he raced 68
yards down the left sideline to make the score 34-31.

+ Lewis hit Riley with a 49-yard touchdown pass early in the fourth to give the Blue Devils a 41-31 lead.
