* Quarterback Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada'’s 78-yard touchdown run with 9:18 left in the contest was the final blow against
Air Force as the Midshipmen beat the Falcons for a fifth-straight time, 31-20.

+ Kaheaku-Enhada, who was awarded the Ben Martin MVP Trophy after the game, rushed for 101 yards and two touch-
downs on 15 carries ... he completed four of his seven pass attempts for 79 yards, and got the ball to his teammates when

the defense dictated as much.

* The play of the day was his pitch to senior Reggie Campbell in the second quarter just as he was about to get drilled.
Campbell took the pitch and raced 37 yards for a touchdown to give Navy a 7-3 lead.

+ Senior slot back Zerbin Singleton rushed for 65 yards and a touchdown on seven carries and was a fanatical blocker on
the perimeter. Senior wide receiver OJ Washington had a career-high four catches for a career-high 79 yards.

* The Mids piled up 381 yards of total offense on the day, including 302 on the ground and 79 through the air.

* Air Force had success moving the ball against the Navy defense, compiling 474 yards of total offense (237 rushing, 237
passing), but the Mids held tough when the Falcons reached the red zone. The Navy defense stopped Air Force on a fourth-
and-one play on the Navy five-yard line in the second quarter, held the Falcons to field goals on two other occasions when
they were inside the Navy 15-yard line and blocked a field goal in the fourth quarter.

+ Senior OLB Matt Wimsatt recorded a career-high 14 tackles, while Michael Walsh had a career-high 10 tackles and a
career-high three tackles for a loss. Linebacker Tony Haberer, making his first-career start, was in on a career-high nine
tackles, had two tackles for a loss and recorded his first-career sack late in the fourth quarter to short-circuit a Falcon drive.

+ The 11-point margin of victory is the largest by Navy in the series since Oct 10, 1981, when the Mids defeated the
Falcons, 30-13, at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium, while Navy’s 31 points are the most is has scored in the series
since Oct. 7, 1978, when the Mids defeated Air Force, 37-8, in Colorado Springs.

Mids Stun 16th-Ranked Wake Forest

+ The Navy defense forced six Wake Forest turnovers,
while fullback Eric Kettani (Sr. / Kirtland, Ohio) rushed for a
career-high 175 yards on 19 carries to lead Navy to a 24-17
upset over the 16th-ranked Demon Deacons. The win was
the first by Navy over a team ranked in both polls since
Navy won at Virginia in 1985, 20-17.

* The defense was spectacular all game, picking off Wake
Forest quarterback Riley Skinner four times and recovering
two fumbles.

+ Junior linebacker Ross Pospisil (Temple, Texas) set the
tone early by picking off Skinner on the third play of the
game. The Mids converted it into seven points as quarter-
back Kaipo-Noa Kaheaku-Enhada (Sr. / Kapolei, Hawa('i)
scored from four yards out to cap an eight-play drive.

+ After forcing Wake to punt on its next possession,
Kaheaku-Enhada drove the Mids down the field on a 13-
play, 74-yard drive capped off by his three-yard touchdown
run to stretch the Mids’ lead to 14-0 . The big play on the
drive was a 39-yard pass from Kaheaku-Enhada to Tyree
Barnes (Sr. / Hampton, Va.) on third-and-17 that allowed
the Mids to overcome a chop block call by the umpire.

+ Navy reserve nose guard Ryan Giriffith (Sr. / Columbia,
Md.) stripped Wake Forest wide receiver Marshall Williams
on its next possession nine yards downfield and the fumble
was recovered by Billy Yarborough (So. / Columbia, S.C.).

+ On Wake’s next possession, safety Wyatt Middleton (So.
/ Norcross, Ga.) picked off Skinner, giving the ball back to
the Mids at the Wake Forest 27-yard line thanks to a 22-
yard return by Middleton.

+ On the ensuing drive, Kaheaku-Enhada pulled up with a
hamstring injury on a quarterback draw one yard short of
the first down on third-and-five from the Wake 27-yard line.
Kicker Matt Harmon (Sr. / Greenville, S.C.) came on to drill
a 35-yard field goal to give the Mids a 17-0 lead.

» Navy’s 17-0 lead held at the half thanks to two more
Wake Forest turovers. Defensive end Jabaree Tuani (Fr. /
Madison, Tenn.) forced a Wake Forest fumble that was
recovered by Ram Vela (Jr./San Antonio, Texas) and then
on Wake'’s final possession of the half corner Ketric Buffin
(Sr. / Rowlett, Texas) picked off Skinner.

+ The third quarter turned out to be a nightmare for the
Mids. John Angelo (So. / Newport Beach, Calif.) fumbled
the ball on the opening kickoff after being knocked uncon-
scious from a helmet-to-helmet blow by Wake’s Alex Frye.
Wake Forest recovered Angelo’s fumble at the Navy 16-
yard line.

* The Demon Deacons moved the ball down to the one-
yard line where it took four plays to score as the Navy
defense refused to give in. Josh Adams finally scored from
the one-yard line on fourth down to make the score 17-7.

* Navy went three-and-out on its next possession, though
it could have had a first down had the umpire not overruled
the referree on a face mask of quarterback Jarod Bryant
(Sr.Hoover, Ala.).

* The Demon Deacons got the ball at the Navy 41-yard
line and moved it down to the Navy one-yard line where
they had first-and-goal. On first down, Adams was dropped
by nose guard Nate Frazier (Jr. / Atlanta, Ga.) for a loss of
four yards. On second down, Adams lost another yard as
this time it was Tuani that got him behind the line of scrim-
mage. On third down, Skinner’s pass to Boldin was incom-
plete and the Demon Deacons were forced to kick a field
goal.

* The score remained 17-10 until late in the fourth quarter.
Wake Forest was driving for the tying score, but safety
Emmett Merchant (So. / Riverdale, Ga.) stepped in front of
a Skinner pass for Navy’s fourth interception of the day. On
Navy’s first offensive play, Kettani burst through the middle
of the Wake Forest defense and rumbled 57 yards down to
the Wake Forest six-yard line. Two plays later, Bryant
scored from four yards out to make the score 24-10.

* The Demon Deacons scored with 1:14 left on an eight-
yard pass from Skinner to Mike Rinfrette to clip Navy’s lead
to 24-17, but Navy outside linebacker Corey Johnson (Sr. /
Anderson, Ind.) recovered the on-side kick to seal the victo-
ry for the Mids.

* The Navy defense held Wake to just 43 yards on the
ground on 31 carries.

Mids Service Academy Dominance

* The Mids are 46-22 (.676) over the last six years and
have proven to be the dominant service academy team over
that time span.

+ Navy has won 11-straight service academy games dat-
ing back to the Army-Navy game in 2002, outscoring the
opposition 374-178 (34-16.2) during the 11-game winning
streak.

* The Mids are just one win away from tying the all-time
record for consecutive service academy wins set by Air
Force who won 12 in a row from 1997-2002.

The Commander-In-Chief's Trophy

*» The Commander-In-Chief’s Trophy is presented annually to the winner of the football competition among the three major
service academies — Army, Navy and Air Force—and is named in honor of the President of the United States.

+ Navy has dominated of late, winning the trophy a school-record five-consecutive years and winning 11-straight games
against Air Force and Army in the process.

+ Navy has won the trophy a total of 10 times: 1973, 1975, 1978, 1979, 1981, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2007.

» When there is no clear-cut winner, the trophy remains with the winner of the previous year's competition.

* The three-sided trophy stands two-and-a-half-feet tall and is engraved with the academy seals. Reproductions of the
three mascots — the Army Mule, the Navy Goat and the Air Force Falcon — are ensconced on the respective sides of this
bauble. The trophy is sponsored by the West Point Association of Graduates, the Naval Academy Alumni Association and
the Air Force Association of Graduates.

* The year in which the trophy is won is engraved on a plate gracing the respective academy’s side of the trophy.

[CHS Sports and CBS College Sports Agree
to Long-Term Deal with Navy

+ Last week, CBS Sports and CBS College Sports
Network announced a long-term agreement with Navy to
broadcast home college football and basketball games and
Olympic sports.

* The announcement was made by Mike Aresco,
Executive Vice President, Programming, CBS Sports,
Steve Herbst, Executive Vice President and General
Manager, CBS College Sports Network and Chet Gladchuk,
Athletic Director, United States Naval Academy.

+ CBS Sports agreed to a long-term deal with Navy to
broadcast the Notre Dame-Navy game, which will broad-
cast the games hosted by Navy through 2016, with an
option for 2018. The deal begins with the 2010 game.

+ CBS College Sports Network extended its agreement
with Navy to serve as the exclusive broadcast partner for
Navy home football and various neutral site games through
the 2017-18 season. In addition, CBS College Sports
Network will broadcast various men’s basketball games,
lacrosse games and Olympic sports. All football games will
be broadcast in high definition. The network initially signed
on as Navy’s television and multimedia partner in 2005.

* In the new agreement, CBS College Sports Network will
continue to operate NavySports.com, the official athletic
website for Navy.

* During the length of the agreement, CBS College Sports
Network will broadcast notable match-ups including games
against Wake Forest; Air Force; East Carolina; Ohio State;
Pittsburgh; Rutgers; Texas Christian; Northwestern; Duke;
Ole Miss and Syracuse.

Five Bowl Appearances in Five Years

Bryant and Sovie Elected 2008 Team
Captains

» Navy head football coach Ken Niumatalolo announced at
halftime of the spring football game that quarterback/slot
back Jarod Bryant (Sr. / Hoover, Ala.) and linebacker Clint
Sovie (Jr. / Jacksonville, Fla.) have been elected team cap-
tains for the 2008 football season by their teammates.

* Bryant played in 10 games last fall, earning one start. He
completed 17 of his 31 pass attempts for 252 yards and
rushed for 464 yards and five touchdowns on 94 carries.
Bryant rushed for 77 yards on 13 carries when he came off
the bench in the third quarter against Ball State in a 34-31
overtime loss and then came back the following week and
engineered a fourth quarter come-from-behind win over
Duke (46-43). Against the Blue Devils, Bryant helped erase
an 11-point, fourth quarter deficit by guiding the offense to
175 yards, two field goals and a touchdown in the final stan-
za. He rushed for 69 yards on 14 carries, including a 35-
yard run on the final drive of the game that set up Joey
Bullen’s game-winning field goal. He also caught a five-yard
touchdown pass from slot back Bobby Doyle against the
Blue Devils that pulled Navy to within two points and then
ran in the two-point conversion that tied the game at 43.
Bryant completed a career-high eight of 11 pass attempts
for 126 yards against Delaware and rushed for a career-
high 139 yards and a touchdown on 27 carries in his sec-
ond-career start against Northern lllinois.

* Sovie started the first two games last fall before suffering
a season-ending left ankle injury in the first quarter of the
Rutgers game. He was credited with a career-high 10 tack-
les in the season-opening victory over Temple. In 2006,
Sovie played in all 13 games and earned nine starts. He

recorded 61 tackles, picked off two passes and broke up
four more. Sovie earned his first-career start in the season-
opener in 2006, recording eight tackles against East
Carolina. He had a season-high nine stops against UMass
and picked off passes against Eastern Michigan and Boston
College.

Admiral Mack Award to Schaefer

+ Junior outside linebacker Craig Schaefer (Fairfax, Va.)
was named the winner of the Vice Admiral William P. Mack
Award at halftime of annual Blue-Gold Football Game.

* The award was initiated in 1976 and is named in honor
of Vice Admiral William P. Mack, the Naval Academy super-
intendent from 1972-75, who was a strong supporter of the
school’s intercollegiate athletic program.
