In addition to its
26-21 win over 10th-ranked South Florida two weeks ago,
the Panthers also own victories over Buffalo (27-16), Iowa
(21-20) and Syracuse (34-24).  

• Pitt’s only loss came in the season opener to Bowling
Green, 27-17.

• Pitt is ranked 58th nationally in rushing offense (151.4),
66th in passing offense (205.6), 70th in total offense (357.0)
and 65th in scoring offense (25.0). 

• The Panthers are ranked 40th nationally in rush defense
(117.8), 27th in pass defense (176.4), 27th in total defense
(294.2) and 48th in scoring defense (21.6).

• Running back and All-America candidate LeSean
McCoy ranks 17th in the country in rushing yards per game,
averaging 106.6 yards per contest.   

• Inside linebacker Scott McKillop is 11th in the country in
tackles per game (10.4) and sixth in tackles for a loss
(1.80).  

• Kicker Conor Lee is tied for 10th in the country in field
goals made per game, averaging 1.80 per contest.

• Cornerback RRaasshhaawwnn  KKiinngg  knocked down a fade pass from Pitt quarterback Pat Bostick intended for Darrell Strong on
fourth-and-goal from the Navy two-yard line in the second overtime to give Navy a thrilling, 48-45, double overtime victory
over the Panthers. 

• The victory was the first overtime win in program history for the Midshipmen.
• Kicker JJooeeyy  BBuulllleenn  gave Navy the three-point lead with a 29-yard field goal on the Mids’ possession in the second over-

time and then the Navy defense broke up two passes in the end zone to give the Mids their third-straight victory.
• The game was an offensive slugfest as the two teams combined for 915 yards and 93 points. Neither team held a lead

of more than seven points all night in a game that featured six ties and four lead changes.
• Quarterback KKaaiippoo--NNooaa  KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa  continued his sensational play at quarterback, rushing for 122 yards and one

touchdown on 25 carries and completing nine of his 12 pass attempts for 166 yards and two touchdowns.
• Slot back RReeggggiiee  CCaammppbbeellll  had the best game of his senior campaign, piling up 139 all-purpose yards and three touch-

downs (1 rushing, two receiving).
• The Navy defense was led by freshman WWyyaatttt  MMiiddddlleettoonn, who recorded a career-high 12 stops. IIrrvv  SSppeenncceerr  had 10 tack-

les, while King had nine tackles and his first-career interception to go along with his game-winning pass break-up.

• Navy’s defense forced six Wake Forest turnovers, while fullback EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..  //  KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo))
rushed for a career-high 175 yards to lead Navy to a 24-17 upset over the 16th-ranked Demon Deacons.
The win was Navy’s first over a team ranked in both polls since defeating Virginia, 20-17, in 1985.

• The defense was spectacular all game, picking off the QB four times and recovering two fumbles.
Linebacker RRoossss  PPoossppiissiill  ((JJrr..  //  TTeemmppllee,,  TTeexxaass)) set the tone early by picking off Riley Skinner on the third
play of the game.  The Mids converted it into seven points as QB KKaaiippoo--NNooaa  KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa  ((SSrr..  //

The big play on the drive was a 39-yard pass from Kaheaku-Enhada to TTyyrreeee  BBaarrnneess  ((SSrr..  //  HHaammppttoonn,,
VVaa..)) on third-and-17 that allowed the Mids to overcome a chop block call by the umpire.

• Navy nose guard RRyyaann  GGrriiffffiitthh  ((SSrr..  //  CCoolluummbbiiaa,,  MMdd..))  stripped Wake Forest’s Marshall Williams on its
next possession nine yards downfield and was recovered by BBiillllyy  YYaarrbboorroouugghh  ((SSoo..  //  CCoolluummbbiiaa,,  SS..CC..)).

• On Wake’s next possession, safety WWyyaatttt  MMiiddddlleettoonn  ((SSoo..  //  NNoorrccrroossss,,  GGaa..)) picked off Skinner, giving
the ball back to the Mids at the Wake Forest 27-yard line thanks to a 22-yard return by Middleton.   

• On the ensuing drive, Kaheaku-Enhada pulled up with a hamstring injury on a quarterback draw one
yard short of the first down on third-and-five from the Wake 27-yard line.  Kicker MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn  ((SSrr..  //

• Navy’s 17-0 lead held at the half thanks to two more Wake Forest turnovers. Defensive end JJaabbaarreeee
TTuuaannii  ((FFrr..  //  MMaaddiissoonn,,  TTeennnn..)) forced a fumble that was recovered by RRaamm  VVeellaa  ((JJrr..//SSaann  AAnnttoonniioo,,  TTeexxaass))
and then on Wake’s final possession corner KKeettrriicc  BBuuffffiinn  ((SSrr..  //  RRoowwlleetttt,,  TTeexxaass))  picked off Skinner.

• JJoohhnn  AAnnggeelloo  ((SSoo..  //  NNeewwppoorrtt  BBeeaacchh,,  CCaalliiff..)) fumbled the ball on the opening kickoff after being knocked
unconscious from a helmet-to-helmet blow.  Wake Forest recovered Angelo’s fumble at the Navy 16-yard
line.

• Wake Forest got the ball at the Navy 41-yard line and moved it down to the Navy one-yard line where
they had first-and-goal.

• In the second quarter, Air Force got the ball down to the one-yard line, but on third down Air Force
quarterback Shea Smith was stopped by defensive end JJaabbaarreeee  TTuuaannii  ((FFrr..  //  MMaaddiissoonn,,  TTeennnn..)) for no gain
and on fourth down junior RRaamm  VVeellaa  ((SSaann  AAnnttoonniioo,,  TTeexxaass)) stuffed Ty Paffett for a loss of one yard, thwart-
ing the Air Force threat.
