• Following Navy’s thrilling comeback victory over Temple

on Nov. 1, Navy Director of Athletics Chet Gladchuk
announced the Midshipmen had formally accepted an invi-
tation to play in the inaugural EagleBank Bowl on Saturday,
Dec. 20 at RFK Stadium in Washington, D.C. against a pro-
jected opponent from the ACC.  

• Game time is set for 11:00 am and will be televised
nationally by ESPN. 

• The bowl bid is a landmark achievement for the football
program as it marks the first time in school history that Navy
has played in six-straight bowl games.  

• The Mids lost to Texas Tech in the 2003 Houston Bowl,
38-14, defeated New Mexico in the 2004 Emerald Bowl, 34-
19, crushed Colorado State, 51-30, in the 2005 Poinsettia
Bowl, lost a heartbreaking 25-24 decision to Boston
College in 2006 in the Meineke Car Care Bowl and lost to
Utah, 35-32, in last year’s Poinsettia Bowl.  

• Tickets ($45-$110) for the EagleBank Bowl are on sale
via the internet at www.navysports.com or can also be pur-
chased by calling 1-800-US4-NAVY or stopping by the
Ricketts Hall Ticket Office.  

• Fans are also encouraged to purchase tickets to spon-
sor a midshipman or enlisted personnel and their families
for $35.  Donated tickets (100 percent deductible) will be
administered through the Naval Academy Athletic
Association ticket office.

• The Commander-In-Chief’s Trophy is presented annually to the winner of the football competition among the three major

service academies — Army, Navy and Air Force—and is named in honor of the President of the United States.  
• Navy has dominated of late, winning the trophy a school-record five-consecutive years and winning 11-straight games

against Air Force and Army in the process.
• Navy has won the trophy a total of 10 times: 1973, 1975, 1978, 1979, 1981, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2007.
• When there is no clear-cut winner,  the trophy remains with the winner of the previous year’s competition.  
• The three-sided trophy stands two-and-a-half-feet tall and is engraved with the academy seals.  Reproductions of the

three mascots — the Army Mule, the Navy Goat and the Air Force Falcon — are ensconced on the respective sides of this
bauble.  The trophy is sponsored by the West Point Association of Graduates, the Naval Academy Alumni Association and
the Air Force Association of Graduates.

• The year in which the trophy is won is engraved on a plate gracing the respective academy’s side of the trophy.

• Navy has won 12-straight service academy games dat-
ing back to the Army-Navy game in 2002, outscoring the
opposition 407-205 (33.9 - 17.1) during the 12-game win-
ning streak. 

• With their 33-27 win over Air Force on Oct. 4 in
Colorado Springs, the Mids tied the all-time record for
consecutive service academy wins set by the Falcons
who won 12 in a row from 1997-2002.

• A win Saturday would also give Navy its sixth consec-
utive Commander-In-Chief’s Trophy, tying the record for
consecutive trophies won set by Air Force from 1998-02.

• The Mids are 50-24 (.676) over the last six years and
have proven to be the dominant service academy team
over that time span.

• Senior slot back RReeggggiiee  CCaammppbbeellll  piled up 227 all-purpose yards and two touchdowns to lead Navy to a 38-3 victory
over Army in front of 71,610 fans at M&T Bank Stadium in Baltimore. The victory was the Mids’ sixth-straight over Army.

• Navy broke the game open over the final 7:31 of the second half. Army cut Navy’s lead to 7-3 on a 28-yard field goal by
Owen Tolson, but Campbell returned the ensuing kickoff 98 yards for a touchdown. The return was the second longest in
school history and tied an Army-Navy game record.

• On Army’s first play after the Campbell return, junior defensive end MMiicchhaaeell  WWaallsshh  drilled Army’s Wesley McMahand in
the backfield, separating the ball from McMahand in the process. Senior linebacker IIrrvv  SSppeenncceerr  recovered the fumble at the
Army six-yard line. Three plays later, SShhuunn  WWhhiittee scored from one yard out to make the score 21-3 with 5:49 left. 

• After the two teams traded punts, the Mids were able to get the ball back one more time after Army threw the ball on
third-and-one from its own 36. When the pass sailed out of bounds with 11 seconds to go, it forced the Black Knights to
punt to Campbell. Campbell returned the punt 46 yards before being tackled at the Army 34-yard line. With one second left,
senior JJooeeyy  BBuulllleenn  came on and nailed a 51-yard field goal into a tough wind to give Navy an insurmountable 24-3 lead at
the half. The field goal by Bullen was the second longest in school history.

• The Navy defense pitched a shutout in the second half and the offense picked up 14 more points as Campbell scored
on a 12-yard touchdown run and JJaarroodd  BBrryyaanntt  scored on a one-yard run. Bryant’s touchdown was set up by a blocked punt
by BBoobbbbyy  DDooyyllee. 

• Navy’s defense held Army to just 217 yards of total offense, including just 100 yards on the ground on 40 carries. Walsh
led the way for the Mids with eight tackles, two tackles for a loss and a forced fumble. RRoossss  PPoossppiissiill  recorded seven stops
and a fumble recovery, while Spencer had five tackles, a tackle for a loss, a fumble recovery and two pass break-ups.

The Navy rushing attack, which came in averaging a nation’s best 357.4 yards per game, was held to just 287 yards on
61 attempts. The Mids attempted just five passes, completing two  for seven yards.

• Navy put the game away in the third quarter when soph-
omore EEmmmmeetttt  MMeerrcchhaanntt  ((RRiivveerrddaallee,,  GGaa..))  stepped in front
of a Harnish pass on a fourth-and-four play from the Navy
37-yard line and returned the interception 29 yards down to
the Huskie 36-yard line.  

• Once again the offense turned the NIU turnover into
points, as EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..//KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo)) scored on a one-
yard run to make the score 16-0.

• The defense was able to preserve the shutout by keep-
ing the Huskies off the scoreboard on an 18-play, 68-yard
drive that saw Northern Illinois run five plays inside the
Navy 10-yard line.  The drive was stopped when Harnish’s
pass on fourth down from the Navy three-yard line fell
incomplete.

• Additionally, he flipped the ball to senior fullback EErriicc
KKeettttaannii  ((KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo)) on an option pitch on fourth-and-
goal from the one yard line with three guys draped all over
him to allow the Mids to pull within seven.

• He then scored the game-winning touchdown in overtime
from one yard out.  

• Dobbs rushed for 47 yards and one touchdown on 13
carries and completed five of his six pass attempts for 87
yards and one touchdown with one interception.

• He nearly outdid himself the following game against
Notre Dame in front of a national audience.  Trailing 27-7
with 2:30 left in the contest, Dobbs led the Mids on a four-
play 57-yard touchdown drive capped off by a 24-yard TD
run by SShhuunn  WWhhiittee  ((SSrr..  //  MMeemmpphhiiss,,  TTeennnn..)) with 1:39 left.

• Navy senior kicker MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn’’ss  ((GGrreeeennvviillllee,,  SS..CC..))
onside kick attempt was illegally batted forward, costing the
Irish 15 yards and allowing Navy a second onside kick
attempt.  This time, the kick was perfect and, after sopho-
more TTrraavviiss  SSiimmmmoonnss  ((GGoollddssbbyy,,  OOkkllaa..)) took out the Notre
Dame player trying to field the kick, senior CCoorreeyy  JJoohhnnssoonn
((AAnnddeerrssoonn,,  IInndd..)) fell on the ball at the Irish 41-yard line.

• On the first play from scrimmage, Dobbs threw a perfect
strike to senior receiver TTyyrreeee  BBaarrnneess  ((HHaammppttoonn,,  VVaa..)), who
made a spectacular catch at the Notre Dame one-yard line.
Two plays later, Dobbs scored from the one to pull the Mids
within a touchdown at 27-20.  Harmon made the extra-point
and when Notre Dame roughed the kicker, it allowed Navy
to kickoff from the 45.

• Once again Harmon’s onside kick was perfect, once
again Simmons blew up the first line of Notre Dame’s hands
team and once against Johnson recovered the onside kick
at the Irish 41-yard line with 1:21 left.

• After Dobbs ran for seven yards on first down, he threw
a pass to a wide-open White at the Notre Dame 11-yard line
that he just missed completing. 

• Dobbs ran for three yards and a first down on the next
play and then Navy intentionally spiked the ball to stop the
clock with 39 seconds left. 

• Dobbs was sacked on second down, forcing Navy to use
its final timeout with 33 seconds left.  

• On third down, Dobbs threw a jump ball to Barnes near
the goal line that Navy just missed completing and then on
fourth down Dobbs’ pass sailed over the head of junior slot
back CCoorryy  FFiinnnneerrttyy  ((VVeennttuurraa,,  CCaalliiff..)) to end the game.

• Dobbs received his first-collegiate starting nod on Nov.
25 against Northern Illinois, where he promptly rushed for
124 yards and a touchdown on 25 carries.

• He is just the sixth QB in program history to rush for 100
yards in his first-career start, joining Brian Hampton (2006),
Lamar Owens (2005), Brian Madden (1999), Brian
Broadwater (1998) and Chris McCoy (1995).

• Navy is ranked 23rd in the country in passing efficiency
with a rating of 142.3.  Navy quarterbacks have completed

• Last year, Navy finished 14th in the country in pass effi-
ciency with a rating of 145.4.

Air Force defeated Houston
despite going 0-7 through the air and Army beat Eastern
Michigan despite going 0-3 through the air.

• Heading into the Army game, Navy the nation’s leading
rushing team, averaging 292.0 yards.  The Mids are 0.58
yards per game ahead of second-place Nevada.

• Navy will need to rush for at least 292 yards against
Army to maintain its lead heading into the bowl game.

His rushing total is etched into the NCAA record book as the 17th-best ground gain
in NCAA history, while becoming just the 80th player in Div. IA history to rush for over 300 yards in a
game.

• White had touchdown runs of 33, 87 and 73 yards ... his 87-yard TD was the fourth longest in school
history.

• Quarterback JJaarroodd  BBrryyaanntt  ((SSrr..  //  HHoooovveerr,,  AAllaa..)) made just his third career start, playing a phenomenal
game in relief of returning starter KKaaiippoo--NNooaa  KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa  ((KKaappoolleeii,,  HHaawwaaii’’ii)), who missed the game
with a strained hamstring.  

• Bryant, who ran Navy’s triple option to near perfection, rushed for 75 yards and a touchdown on 17
carries and completed two of his four pass attempts for 44 yards and a touchdown.  His only flaw was a
fumble at the Towson five-yard line in the third quarter.  

• Quarterback RRiicckkyy  DDoobbbbss  ((SSoo..  //  DDoouuggllaassvviillllee,,  GGaa..))  was impressive in relief, rushing for 56 yards on
five carries.

• Linebacker CClliinntt  SSoovviiee  ((JJrr..  //  JJaacckkssoonnvviillllee,,  FFllaa..)) led the Navy defense with eight tackles, while safety
WWyyaatttt  MMiiddddlleettoonn  ((SSoo..  //  NNoorrccrroossss,,  GGaa..))  was in on six tackles. 

• RRaasshhaawwnn  KKiinngg  ((SSrr..  //  RRaalleeiigghh,,  NN..CC..)) came up with Navy’s only interception, while linebacker RRoossss

• Ball State quarterback Nate Davis completed 21 of his 28 passes for 326 yards and four touchdowns
to lead the Cardinals (2-0) to a 35-23 victory over Navy (1-1) in front of 22,517 fans at Scheumann
Stadium in Muncie.  

• The story of the game for Navy was a lack of execution in the red zone by the offense and the
defense’s inability to slow up the Ball State offensive attack, as the Mids forced the Cardinals to punt just
once in the contest.

• Ball State had built a 21-9 lead late in the second quarter, however Navy was able to gain momen-
tum with a seven-play, 80-yard drive in just 2:45 to pull within 21-16.  A 45-yard run by Kettani got the
ball down to the Ball State 19-yard line, and two plays later, Bryant scored from 14 yards out.

• Navy took its only lead of the game on the first drive of the second half.  White ran for 71 yards down
to the Ball State 11-yard line on the first play from scrimmage and Bryant scored three plays later to give
Navy a 23-21 lead.

• The defense was unable to hold up its end of the bargain however, allowing Ball State to come right
back down the field and score on a Davis-to-Hill eight-yard touchdown pass to take the 28-23 lead.

• Navy answered by marching down to the Ball State 12-yard line.  On first down, Bryant kept for two
yards and on second down Bryant kept again for two yards.  On third-and-six from the Ball State eight-
yard line, White took a pitch from Bryant down to the three yard-line.  Navy went for it on fourth-and-one,
but Bryant was stonewalled at the line of scrimmage by the Ball State defense and the Cardinals took
over on downs.

• Ball State put the game away, marching through the Navy defense for a 10-play, 97-yard touchdown
drive that was capped off by a 35-yard TD strike from Davis to Hill.

ing quarterback KKaaiippoo--NNooaa  KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa  ((KKaappoolleeii,,  HHaawwaaii’’ii)) for the entire second half, gained just
130 yards on 27 plays against the Blue Devil defense.

• Navy held a 14-10 lead early in the second quarter on the strength of a 73-yard touchdown run by
SShhuunn  WWhhiittee  ((MMeemmpphhiiss,,  TTeennnn..)) and an 11-yard touchdown pass from Kaheaku-Enhada to GGrreegg  SShhiinneeggoo
((PPoorrtt  SStt..  LLuucciiee,,  FFllaa..)).  

• The Mids had a chance to take an 11-point lead, but on third-and-two from their own 43, White fum-
bled a pitch from Kaheaku-Enhada and Duke linebacker Vincent Rey scooped it up and ran 37 yards for
the touchdown to give the Blue Devils a 17-14 lead.

• Navy came back to tie the game at 17 on a 27-yard field goal by MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn  ((SSrr..  //  GGrreeeennvviillllee,,  SS..CC..)).
The key play on the drive was a 26-yard reception by Barnes who made a spectacular catch with three
Blue Devil defenders around him.  Kaheaku-Enhada left the game after that play with heat exhaustion.

• The Navy defense forced Duke to go three-and-out on the next series and, after a 16-yard punt return
by MMaarriioo  WWaasshhiinnggttoonn  ((SSoo..  //  BBooiilliinngg  SSpprriinnggss,,  NN..CC..)), the Mids regained the lead at 24-17 on a 17-yard
touchdown run by BBoobbbbyy  DDooyyllee  ((JJrr..  //  CChhaarrddoonn,,  OOhhiioo)).

24-yard field goal with 2:06 remaining gave Navy a 23-21 lead
and RRoossss  PPoossppiissiill’’ss  ((JJrr..  //  TTeemmppllee,,  TTeexxaass)) interception two plays later put the game away, as the
Midshipmen rallied for a thrilling 23-21 victory over Rutgers in front of a stadium-record crowd of 37,821
fans.

• Tailing 14-6, Navy managed just 109 yards of total offense in the opening half. The score could have
been worse if not for the brilliant play by safety WWyyaatttt  MMiiddddlleettoonn  ((SSoo..  //  NNoorrccrroossss,,  GGaa..)), who stripped wide
receiver Tiquan Underwood  of the ball at the Navy four-yard line with 20 seconds remaining in the half.
The fumble was recovered by safety EEmmmmeetttt  MMeerrcchhaanntt  ((SSoo..  //  RRiivveerrddaallee,,  GGaa..)) in the end zone for a touch-
back.

• Navy took to the air to start the second half with KKaaiippoo--NNooaa  KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa  ((SSrr..  //  KKaappoolleeii,,  HHaawwaaii’’ii))
completing  three of four passes for 77 yards and a touchdown on the opening drive.  The biggest pass
play of the drive was the first one as the Mids were facing a third-and-seven on their own 21-yard line.
Despite being under duress, Kaheaku-Enhada threw a perfect strike to wide receiver TTyyrreeee  BBaarrnneess  ((SSrr..
//  HHaammppttoonn,,  VVaa..)), who made a spectacular catch with two defenders on him. The 41-yard pass play gave
Navy the ball at the Rutgers 38-yard line.  Four players later, Kaheaku-Enhada hit Barnes with a 22-yard
touchdown pass to pull the Mids to within one at 14-13.

• Navy took its first lead of the game since early in the first quarter on the next drive, marching 94 yards
on nine plays.  Fullback EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..  //  KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo)) rushed for 54 yards on the drive, including a
44-yard run up the middle that put the ball in Rutgers territory.  He capped off the  drive with a two-yard
TD run to give Navy the 20-14 advantage.

• The two teams traded punts before Rutgers regained the lead on a 12-yard touchdown run by
Jourdan Brooks that gave the Scarlet Knights a 21-20 lead and set up the Harmon-Pospisil’s heroics.

• Navy was led on offense by Kettani, who rushed for a career-high 133 yards and a touchdown on 20
carries.  He carried the ball 12 times for 103 yards in the second half.  Slot back SShhuunn  WWhhiittee  ((SSrr..  //
MMeemmpphhiiss,,  TTeennnn..)) continued his stellar senior campaign by rushing for 85 yards on 16 carries.  Barnes
had two catches for 63 yards.  

• Middleton led the defense with 13 tackles and the critical forced fumble, while linebacker CClliinntt  SSoovviiee

• Navy’s defense forced six Wake Forest turnovers, while fullback EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..  //  KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo))
rushed for a career-high 175 yards to lead Navy to a 24-17 upset over the 16th-ranked Demon Deacons.
The win was Navy’s first over a team ranked in both polls since defeating Virginia, 20-17, in 1985.

• The defense was spectacular all game, picking off the QB four times and recovering two fumbles.
Linebacker RRoossss  PPoossppiissiill  ((JJrr..  //  TTeemmppllee,,  TTeexxaass)) set the tone early by picking off Riley Skinner on the third
play of the game.

The big play on the drive was a 39-yard pass from Kaheaku-Enhada to TTyyrreeee  BBaarrnneess  ((SSrr..  //  HHaammppttoonn,,
VVaa..)) on third-and-17 that allowed the Mids to overcome a chop block call by the umpire.

• Navy was held to 251 yards of total offense, including just 194 yards on the ground, while Pitt piled
up 499 yards of total offense.

• Pitt took an early 7-0 lead on its first possession of the game as LaRod Stephens-Howling scored
from six yards out. 

• Navy answered with an impressive drive of its own, marching 63 yards on six plays, capped off by
SShhuunn  WWhhiittee’’ss  ((SSrr..  //  MMeemmpphhiiss,,  TTeennnn..))

• Navy won despite becoming the first team in the FBS to not attempt a pass in a game since Ohio
defeated Akron in 1997.

• The Navy defense held SMU to just three yards of total offense on its first three possessions as the
Mids jumped out to a 20-0 first quarter lead.  

• Senior slot back SShhuunn  WWhhiittee  ((MMeemmpphhiiss,,  TTeennnn..)) became just the eighth Navy player in school history
to crack the 2,000-yard barrier on his 23-yard touchdown run to give Navy a 7-0 lead.  

• Dobbs entered the game on Navy’s next possession after Bryant left the game with a shoulder injury
and scored on a two-yard run to make it 13-0.  MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn  ((SSrr..//GGrreeeennssvviillllee,,  SS..CC..)), however, had his
streak of made extra-points end at 70 when his try hit the upright.  

• On the Mids’ third possession of the game, Dobbs pushed Navy’s lead to 20-0 on a five-yard run.  He
capped off the first half scoring on a one-yard run early in the second quarter to give Navy a 27-0 lead
at the half.  

• Dobbs scored his fourth touchdown with 13:20 left in the game on a seven-yard run to make the final
score, 34-7.  

• Dobbs’ 224 yards rushing are the 12th most in school history and the fourth most by a quarterback.
His 42 rushing attempts are tied for the fourth-most in school history.

• WWyyaatttt  MMiiddddlleettoonn  ((SSoo..//NNoorrccrroossss,,  GGaa..)) and CCoorreeyy  JJoohhnnssoonn  ((SSrr..//AAnnddeerrssoonn,,  IInndd..)) led the Navy defense
with four tackles each, while senior JJeeffff  DDeelliizz  ((CClliinnttoonn  TToowwnnsshhiipp,,  MMiicchh..)) picked off his second-career
pass.  NNaattee  FFrraazziieerr  ((JJrr..//AAttllaannttaa,,  GGaa..)) and MMaatttt  NNeecchhaakk  ((JJrr..//CCaannooggaa  PPaarrkk,,  CCaalliiff..)) each recorded a sack
and two tackles for a loss.  

• The defense held SMU to -13 yards rushing, which are the fewest rushing yards in a game against
Navy since 1978 when Navy held Pitt to -28 yards rushing in a 21-11 Navy victory.  

• SMU managed just 144 yards of total offense, which are the fewest yards allowed by Navy since 1997
when the Mids held Army to 87 yards of total offense in a 39-7 rout.

• Linebacker CClliinntt  SSoovviiee’’ss  ((JJrr..  //  JJaacckkssoonnvviillllee,,  FFllaa..)) 42-yard fumble return for a touchdown with 37 sec-
onds left in regulation capped a 20-point rally in the final 9:16 to send the game into overtime and QB
RRiicckkyy  DDoobbbbss’’  ((SSoo..  //  DDoouuggllaassvviillllee,,  GGaa..)) one-yard run in overtime gave Navy a miraculous 33-27 overtime
victory over Temple.  

• It was the largest fourth-quarter comeback in school history and with the win the Mids clinched a berth
in the Dec. 20 EagleBank Bowl at RFK Stadium in Washington, D.C.

• Navy trailed 27-7 with 13:41 remaining in the contest when Kee-ayre Griffin scored from 16-yards out.
Temple, however, left the door open for a Navy comeback when kicker Jake Brownell, a transfer from
Navy, missed the extra-point.

• Dobbs, in relief of starter KKaaiippoo--NNooaa  KKaahheeaakkuu--EEnnhhaaddaa  ((SSrr..  //  KKaappoolleeii,,  HHaawwaaii’’ii)), started the rally with a
22-yard scoring strike to TT..JJ..  TThhiieell  ((SSrr..  //  PPllyymmoouutthh,,  MMiinnnn..)) with 9:16 remaining.  It was the first career
touchdown for Thiel and the first career touchdown pass by Dobbs.

• Navy held Temple on its next possession and Dobbs calmly led the Mids down the field, capping off
a nine-play, 64-yard drive with a miraculous pitch on fourth down to fullback EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..  //  KKiirrttllaanndd,,
OOhhiioo)), who took it in from one-yard out.  Dobbs was stacked up at the line by three Temple defenders
but was able to pitch the ball to Kettani before being brought to the ground.  Senior MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn’’ss
((GGrreeeennvviillllee,,  SS..CC..)) extra point was blocked leaving the Mids still down seven.

• With two timeouts and 2:52 remaining on the clock, the Mids did not try an onside kick.  Unfortunately
for Navy, on third-and-five Temple quarterback Adam DiMichele hit Kevin Armstrong with a seven-yard
pass on the right sideline giving Temple a first down.  After Griffin carried for a loss of two yards on first
down, the Mids used their final timeout.  On second down, Griffin rushed for one yard and on third down
Temple elected to run Griffin one more time. Griffin was stacked up at the line of scrimmage and line-
backer RRoossss  PPoossppiissiill  ((JJrr..  //  TTeemmppllee,,  TTeexxaass)) knocked the ball out of Griffin’s hands and Sovie scooped it
up and returned it for a touchdown.

• Navy won the toss and elected to go on defense to begin overtime.  Temple chose to play on the end
of the field away from the Brigade of the Midshipmen.  That plan didn’t work when half the Brigade moved
to the other end of the stadium and filled the seats around the South End Zone.

• The Owls moved the ball down to the Navy one-yard line, but on third down Griffin was stuffed by
Pospisil for no gain and on fourth down Temple tight end Steve Maneri dropped a touchdown pass in the
end zone as the Navy defense danced off the field.

• Navy’s possession began with a three-yard rush by Kettani followed by three-straight runs by Dobbs
and a 15-yard facemask penalty on Temple to position the Mids on the Owls’ one-yard line.  Dobbs was
stopped for no gain on second-and-goal, but scored on the next play to give the Mids the win.

• The cardiac kids almost pulled it off again.  Two weeks after pulling off the biggest comeback in school
history,  Navy nearly pulled off one of the greatest comebacks in NCAA history.

• Trailing 27-7 with 2:30 left in the contest, backup quarterback RRiicckkyy  DDoobbbbss  ((SSoo..//DDoouuggllaassvviillllee,,  GGaa..)) led
the Mids on a four-play, 57-yard touchdown drive capped off by a 24-yard touchdown run by SShhuunn  WWhhiittee
((SSrr..//MMeemmpphhiiss,,  TTeennnn..)) with 1:39 left.

• Navy senior kicker MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn’’ss  ((GGrreeeennvviillllee,,  SS..CC..)) onside kick attempt was illegally batted forward,
costing the Irish 15 yards and allowing Navy a second onside kick attempt.  This time, the kick was per-
fect and, after sophomore TTrraavviiss  SSiimmmmoonnss  ((GGoollddssbbyy,,  OOkkllaa..)) took out the Notre Dame player trying to field
the kick, senior CCoorreeyy  JJoohhnnssoonn  ((AAnnddeerrssoonn,,  IInndd..)) fell on the ball at the Irish 41-yard line.

• On the first play from scrimmage, Dobbs threw a perfect strike to senior receiver TTyyrreeee  BBaarrnneess
((HHaammppttoonn,,  VVaa..)), who made a spectacular catch at the Notre Dame one-yard line. Two plays later, Dobbs
scored from the one to pull the Mids within a touchdown at 27-20.  Harmon made the extra-point and
when Notre Dame roughed the kicker, it allowed Navy to kickoff from the 45.

• Once again Harmon’s onside kick was perfect, once again Simmons blew up the first line of Notre
Dame’s hands team and once against Johnson recovered the onside kick at the Irish 41-yard line with
1:21 left.

• After Dobbs ran for seven yards on first down, he threw a pass to a wide-open White at the Notre
Dame 11-yard line that he just missed completing. 

• Dobbs ran for three yards and a first down on the next play and then Navy intentionally spiked the
ball to stop the clock with 39 seconds left. 

• Dobbs was sacked on second down, forcing Navy to use its final timeout with 33 seconds left.  
• On third down, Dobbs threw a jump ball to Barnes near the goal line that Navy just missed complet-

ing and then on fourth down Dobbs’ pass sailed over the head of junior slot back CCoorryy  FFiinnnneerrttyy  ((VVeennttuurraa,,
CCaalliiff..)) to end the game.

• The Mids rushed for just 178 yards on the day with EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..//KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo)) leading the way
with 42 yards.  Barnes had two catches for 54 yards.

• Quarterback RRiicckkyy  DDoobbbbss  ((SSoo..//DDoouuggllaassvviillllee,,  GGaa..)) rushed  for 124 yards and a touchdown on 25 car-
ries in his first-career start, while the Navy defense shut out an opponent for the first time in 59 games
as the Mids defeated Northern Illinois, 16-0, in front of 17,932 fans at Huskie Stadium.

• Senior cornerback RRaasshhaawwnn  KKiinngg  ((RRaalleeiigghh,,  NN..CC..)) set the tone for the defense on the first drive of the
game, picking off NIU quarterback Chandler Harnish at the Navy nine-yard line.  

• Navy turned that turnover into points, methodically marching 81 yards in 19 plays and taking 11:00
off the clock.  MMaatttt  HHaarrmmoonn  ((SSrr..//GGrreeeennvviillllee,,  SS..CC..)) converted the drive into points with a 27-yard field goal
to give the Mids a lead it would never relinquish.

• After forcing an NIU punt on its next possession, the Mids drove 85 yards in 10 plays with Dobbs scor-
ing from one yard out to give the Mids a 9-0 lead.  

• Both teams had the ball only one more time the rest of the half with neither side scoring as the Mids
took a 9-0 lead into the locker room.

• Navy put the game away in the third quarter when sophomore EEmmmmeetttt  MMeerrcchhaanntt  ((RRiivveerrddaallee,,  GGaa..))
stepped in front of a Harnish pass on a fourth-and-four play from the Navy 37-yard line and returned the
interception 29 yards down to the Huskie 36-yard line.  

• Once again the offense turned the NIU turnover into points, as EErriicc  KKeettttaannii  ((SSrr..//KKiirrttllaanndd,,  OOhhiioo)) scored
on a one-yard run to make the score 16-0.

• The defense was able to preserve the shutout by keeping the Huskies off the scoreboard on an 18-
play, 68-yard drive that saw Northern Illinois run five plays inside the Navy 10-yard line.
