Kina earns his second consecutive Player of the Week honor after
leading the Mids to a 2-1 record with three strong peformances last
week. Kina opened the week by scoring 29 points on 9-of-11 shoot-
ing from the field and 11-of-15 from the line to go along with seven
rebounds in Navy’s 78-65 victory over Texas-San Antonio on Tues-
day. Kina led the Mids to their seventh win in a row on Friday, as he scored 28 points on
9-0f-18 shooting while hitting all nine of his foul shots in a 76-65 victory at Penn. Navy’s
win streak came to an end with a 79-70 loss to Virginia Tech on Sunday in the BB & T
Classic in Washington, D.C., but Kina turned in another solid outing in defeat. He scored
18 points, pulled down 10 rebounds, dished out six assists and notched three steals in
the contest. It was the third double-double of his career. Kina averaged 25 points, seven
rebounds, 3.3 assists and 1.3 steals in the three games. He shot 49 percent from the field
and 79.3 percent from the foul line. During the week, Kina became the seventh player in
Patriot League history to record 1,000 points, 300 assists and 150 steals in his career.
Kina leads all active Patriot League players in scoring and steals, and is second in assists.
He leads the League with 20.2 points per game this season, and has scored in double fig-
ures in every game this year. Kina becomes the first Navy student-athlete to win back-to-
back Player of the Week honors since Skip Victor did it in the 1998-99 season.

SEVEN PATRIOT LEAGUE TEAMS IN EARLY WEEK ACTION

With breaks for final exams fast approaching on Patriot League men’s basketball sched-
ules, seven of the League’s eight squads will hit the court in the first three days of the
week. That total includes four teams in action on Monday, with Lehigh stepping on its
home court to face Albany. The other squads are on the road, with Colgate at Maine,
Lafayette at Fordham and Army at Bryant. On Tuesday, Bucknell plays host to Bingham-
ton, while Navy is at Mount St. Mary’s. Holy Cross and Army wrap up the early week con-
tests on Wednesday, with the Crusaders at Massachusetts and the Black Knights playing
their second game of the week when they visit Penn State in an ESPNU-televised contest.
The schedule lightens over the weekend with just two games on Saturday.

TIME TO HIT THE BOOKS

American is the first team to enter into its break in the schedule to prepare for final
exams, and the other Patriot League programs are soon to follow. The Eagles, who last
faced Georgetown on Saturday, will not hit the floor again until Dec. 17 at George Wash-
ington. Lafayette and Lehigh play their last game on Monday before an extended break,
with the Leopards next hitting the floor on Dec. 17 and the Mountain Hawks not playing
again until Dec. 21. Bucknell and Navy both have off until Dec. 20 after they play their
games on Tuesday. Holy Cross is off until Dec. 22 after Wednesday’s contest. Colgate and
Army will both play multiple games this week, then each have more than one week off
after they finish Saturday’s contest.

FIRST APPEARANCE ON ESPNU

Patriot League teams will have plenty of exposure on ESPNU this season through the
League’s television agreement with the network, and a pair of teams will even get the spot-
light in non-League action. Army plays the first of two games against Penn State on
ESPNU on Wednesday at 7 p.m. Lafayette faces the Nittany Lions in an ESPNU-televised
game later in the month.

NAVY OFF TO IMPRESSIVE START

Navy has the best record among Patriot League teams while posting one of its best starts
in recent annals. The Mids were 7-1 and had won seven consecutive games before losing
to Virginia Tech on Sunday. Navy’s 7-1 start was the best for the program since the 1983-
84 squad opened at 8-0. The Mids’ seven-game winning streak was the longest since
1999-2000, and gave them their best non-League winning streak since 1984-85. Navy is
now at 7-2 for the second time in the last three years.

MORE LOSING SKIDS TO END?

While Navy saw an impressive win streak snapped, Holy Cross was able to go the other
way and end its six-game losing streak with a 69-63 victory over Western Michigan on
Saturday. The other Patriot League squads have to hope the Crusaders set a good prece-
dent, as five schools have currently lost three games in a row or more. Army will try to
end a six-game losing streak on Monday, while Lafayette and Colgate attempt to snap five-
game skids in their action. American and Bucknell have each lost three consecutive
games, while Lehigh has dropped two in a row.

MIDS POST BEST SHOOTING NIGHT IN THE COUNTRY

Through almost one month of action, Navy has the best single-game shooting perform-
ance in the nation. The Mids’ connected on 71.4 percent of their shots (25-for-35) in a 78-
65 win over UT-San Antonio on Tuesday, which is the only field goal percentage above 70
for any Division I team this season. It was the fourth-best total in school history, and just
off the Patriot League record of 71.7 set by Bucknell against Navy in 2004. Navy shot 84.2
percent in the second half, the third-best Navy shooting performance in one half.

BEATING THE BIG EAST

Lehigh’s 76-71 victory at Rutgers on Nov. 26 was a significant triumph for both the Moun-
tain Hawks and the Patriot League. It was Lehigh’s first win over a Big East opponent
since the inception of the Patriot League in 1990, and its first over Rutgers since 1967. It
was the first victory for a Patriot League team over a Big East opponent since Bucknell
beat DePaul, 57-52, on Dec. 3, 2005. The win snapped a 20-game losing streak for Patriot
League teams against Big East foes. Lehigh’s triumph was also the first over a BCS-level
opponent since American beat Maryland, 67-59, on Dec. 22, 2007.

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NAVY LEADS WAY IN NCAA STATISTICS, TOO

Navy also provides the Patriot League with the most representation on the NCAA statistical
leaderboard, with three different individuals in the top 50 in one category. Patriot League leading
scorer Kaleo Kina ranks 41st in the country with 20.2 points per game, while Chris Harris is also
at 41st with 3.2 three-pointers per game. Adam Teague represents the Mids and comes in at 28th
place in three-point percentage with a 48.0 mark. Holy Cross freshman Devin Brown is the top
Patriot Leaguer in any category as he ranks 10th in free throw shooting percentage at 93.3, while
Colgate’s Alex Woodhouse is 14th in the country with 3.0 blocks per game. Bucknell’s Justin
Castleberry is 25th nationally with 2.7 steals per game, while Darryl Shazier is 38th with 5.6 as-
sists per contest. Lafayette is the top Patriot League team in any category, as the Leopards rank
19th with 9.0 three-pointers per game.

COMMON OPPONENTS

Patriot League teams have already played multiple games against 11 different

opponents, and the contests have delivered mixed results. The best success has come
against Dartmouth, as Army, Colgate and Lehigh all own victories over the Big Green.
American and Navy both knocked off Howard. American and Lehigh hold home victories
over St. Francis (Pa.), but Bucknell lost the matchup on the road. American and Lafayette
both beat Stony Brook, but Lehigh lost its matchup. Holy Cross and Lehigh both hosted St.
Joseph’s, with the Crusaders winning the matchup and the Mountain Hawks falling. Col-
gate won but Lafayette lost at Central Connecticut State, while the Leopards won and
Bucknell lost against Wagner. The results were not as good against Rider, Brown or Fair-
field, as the Broncs beat both Lehigh and Lafayette, the Bears have wins over Holy Cross
and Army and Fairfield knocked off American and Holy Cross. The toughest team to figure
for Patriot League schools has been Harvard, which owns wins against Holy Cross, Army
and Colgate this season.

The eight Patriot League men's basketball teams already have a combined 46 games set to
appear on broadcast television. The television schedule is highlighted by the Patriot
League's contract with the ESPN Networks. Six Patriot League men's basketball regular
season games will be shown on ESPNU via the League's package. The Patriot League Men's
Basketball Championship will be shown on ESPN2 at 4:45 p.m. on March 13. The men's
television slate features 17 non-League games and 29 League contests, with games on
ESPNU, Comcast Sports Net and the Mid-Atlantic Sports Network (MASN) among others in
non-League action.
